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10. Alerts

Setting up an alert as follows:

e Open an Alerts window in your workspace by clicking the red underlined “ALERTS” tab at the
top of your screen. All alert windows and controls are color-coded red for ease of
identification.

o Double-click under the Symbol field to create a new alert. You will notice a checkmark in the
“Enabled” column as well as a flashing cursor and dropdown menu appear.

e You can now type or paste your desired symbol into the Symbol field. Alternatively, the
dropdown menu allows you to browse the symbol tree as well as your user-defined formulas.

o Designate the field that you would like your alert to monitor in the next column labeled Field.
